The purpose of the Michigan Beekeepers Association is to promote honey and to encourage good beekeeping practices. The Association has three regular meeting per year; one in the fall and one in the summer (these move to various locations throughout the state). In addition to the fall and spring meetings is the ANR WEEK in Lansing at Michigan State University's I<ellogg Center, that occurs in early March of each year. 

These meetings invite state and national leaders in beekeeping as speakers on a wide variety of subjects. At each fall meeting there is also a honey show with competition for the best honey within the state. These meetings also provide a good opportunity to meet other beekeepers, discuss questions, new ideas, and to provide helpful information to ensure the success of every beekeeper in the state of Michigan. This social aspect of membership may be one of the best reasons to become a member of the M.B.A .. Most county and regional beekeeping clubs and associations are affiliated with the M.B.A. These joint efforts with the M.BA offer you the most up to date and new information to help each of us succeed. 

The state is divided into seven regions, as seen on the map. An elected representative from each region serves on the Executive Board, but is also a local beekeeper with whom you can discuss beekeeping problems. 

The association produces a quarterly newsletter with current news and information regarding upcoming and past meeti ngs. 

The M.BA works to represent you on the state and federal levels. We work with the national beekeeping organizations to acquire funding for research labs for bees around the country as well as at Michigan State Univ ... We also have a representative on the National Honey Board and often represent beekeepers at the State Government hearings regarding legislation that effects beekeepers or honey. We have made recommendat\ons regarding pesticides 

so the bees would not be poisoned, and have taken an active role in labeling of pesticides for use against the varroa and tracheal mites. Your membership adds to the strength of the Association when meeting with government officials. We have also been active in the development of research projects at MSU for the selection of mite resistant bees. It is through such cooperative projects that all of beekeeping is enhanced.
